THE CONFESSOR  
 

   October 13 is the Feast of St. Edward the  

Confessor. St. Edward serves as a wonderful 

model for all of us, especially our youth.    

Although Edward was the King of England from 1042 

until his death in 1066, he lived a simple and chaste life. 

He had great compassion for the poor and frequently gave 

his jewels and coins to beggars. St. Edward is known as 

the Confessor because throughout his life, his deeds and 

words proclaimed his love of God. He is remembered for 

building Westminster Abbey, which he dedicated to the 

honor of God and St. Peter. He died shortly after the    

Abbeyôs consecration and is buried there. We honor him 

every year on his feast day.
